United Mations or at the United Nations Office
at Geneva, However, they may be held at such
other convenient places as the Commission may
determine in consulatatc with the Secretary-
General of the United Nations and the States
Parties concerned.

5. The secretariat provided in accordance
with article 36 shall also service the commis-
sions appointed under this article.

. The information recived and collaned
by the Commitiee shall be made available 1o the
Cormmission 2nd the Commission may  call
upon the States Parties concemned 1o supply any
other relevant information.

7. When the Commission has fully cons-
idered the matter, but in any event not later than
twelve months after having been seized of the
maticr. it shall submit to the Chairman of the
Committee a repont for communication to the
States Parties concerned.

(a1 If the Commssion 15 unable to
complete its consideration of the matter within
twelve months, it shall confine 1ts report o a
briel statement of the status of its consideration
of the matier;

ibi If an amicable solution to the
matter on the basis of respect for human nghts
as recognized in the present Covenant is
reached,
report 1o & brief statement of the facts and of the
solution reached.

ic) if a solution within the terms of
sub-parapraph (b) is nof reached, the Commis-
sion’s report shall embody its findings on all
questions of fact relevant to the issues between
the States Parties concerned, and its views on
the possibilites of an amicable solution of the
matter, This report shall also contain the written
submissions and a record of the oral submis-
stions made by the States Parties concerned.

(dy It the Commission’s repor is
submiited under sub-paragraph (c). the States
Parties concerned shall, within three months of
the receipt of the report, nodify the Chairman of
the committee whether or not they accept the
contents of the repont of the Commission,
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g, The provisions of this article are
without prejudice to the responsibilities of the
Committee umder article 4.

9 The States Panies concerned shall
share equally all the expenses of the members of
the Commission in accordance with estimates 1o
be provided by the Secretary-General of the
Limited Mahions.

10. The Secretary-General of the United
Nations shall be empowered to pay the expenses
of the members of the Commission, if neces-
sary . hefore reimbursement by the States parties
concerned, in accordance with paragraph 9 of
this article.

Article 43

The members of the Committee, and of the
ad hoo concilistion commission which may be
appointed wdner article 42, shall be entithed w
the facilities, pnvileges and immunities of
experts on mission for the United MNations as
luid down in the relevant sections of the
Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of
the United Nations.

Article 44

The provisions for the implementation of
the present covenant shall apply without pre-
judice o the procedures prescribed in the field
of human nghts by or under the constituent
instruments and the conventions of the United
Mations and of the specialized agencies and
shall not prevent the States Parties to the present
Covenant from having recourse to other proce-
dures for sctiling a -di.‘-'.],'ll.lll: m accordance with
general or special international agrecments in
force between them.

Article 45

T he committes shall submit to the General
Aszemby of the United MNations through the
Ecconomic and Social Council, an annual
report on its activilies.

Article dib

MNothing in the present Covenant chall be
interpreted as impaining the provisions of the
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Charter of the United MNations and of hie
constitutions of the specialized apencies which
define the respective responsibiliies of the
varour organs of the United nations and of hie
specialized agencies in regard 1o the maliers
dealt with in the present Covenant.

Article 47

Nothing in the present Covenant shall be
interpreted as impairing the inherent night of all
peoples to enjoy and utilize fully and freely
their natural wealth and resources.

PART VI
Article 48

I. The presemt Covenant is open for
signature by any Stae Member of the Linited
Mations or member of any of s specialized
agencies, by any State Party to the Statute of the
Internztional Court of Justice, and by any other
State which has been invited by the General
Assembly of the United Nations o become a
pirty to the present Covenant.

2. The pmsent covenant is subject o
ratification. Instruments of ratification shall be
deposited with the Secretary-General of the
United MNations,

3, The present covenant shall be open
accession by any State referred (o in paragraph
I of this aricle,

4, Accession shall be effected by the
deposit of an instrument of accession with the
Secretary-General of the United Nations.

5. The Secretary-General of the United
Manons shall inform all States which have
signed this Covenant or acceded to it of the
deposit of esch instrument of ranfication or
BCCESSION,

Article 49
I. The present Covenant shall enter into
force three months alter the date of the deposit
with the Secretary-Dencral or the United Na-
nions of the thimy-fifth instrument of ratification
o instrument of acoession.

£ For each State matifying the present
Covenant or acceding 1o it after the deposit of
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the thirty-fifth instrument of ratification or
insturment of accession, the present Covenant
shall enter into force three months after the dare
of the deposit of its own mstrument of ratifica-
tdon or instrument of accession.

Article 50

The provisions of the present Covenamt
shall extend to all parts of federal States without
any limitations or cxccplions.

Article 51

I. Any State Party to the present Cove-
nant may propose an amendment and file it with
the Secretary-General of the United Nations.
The Secretary-General of the United Mations
chall thercupon communicate any proposed
amendments 10 the States Pamies o the present
Covenant with a request that they notify him
whether they favour a conference of States
Parties for the purpose of considering and
voting upen the proposals. In the event that at
least one third of the States Parties favours such
a4 conference. the Secretary-Ceneral shali con-
vene the conference under the auspices of the
United MNations Any amendement adopted by a
majority of the States Parties present and voting
at the conference shall be submitted w0 the
General Assembly of the United Natons for
approval

2. Amendments shall come nte force
when they have been approved by the General
Assembly of the Unmed nations and accepted by
a two-thirds majority of the States Parties o the
presenl Covenant in accordance with  their
respective  constiiuiional processes,

3. When amendments come into force,
they shall be binding on those States Part which
have accepted them, other States Pareis still
being bound by the provisions of the present
Covenant and any earliecr amendment which
they have sccepted

Article 52

Irrespective of the notifications made
under aricle 48, paragraph 5, the Secretary-
General of the United Nations shall inform all
States referred to in paragraph | of the same
article of the following particulars:

I. The present Covenant. of which the
Chinese.

texts are equally authentic, shall be deposited in

the archives of the United MNations.

The Secretary-General of the United
MNations shall transmit certihed copies of the
present Covenant o all States referred to in
article 4%.

IN FAITH the undersigned. being duly
guthorized thereto by their respective Govern-
ments, have signed the present Covenant,
opened for signature at Mew York. on the
ninereenth day of December, one thousand nine
hundred and sixiy-six,

On raiification, the State of lsracl makes
the following declaration and reservation;

I. Since its establishment, the Stae of
Isracl has been the victim of continuous throats
and attacks on s very exisience as well as on
the life and property of its citizens.

These have taken the form thereats of war,
of actual armed attacks, and campaigns of
terrorism resulting in the murder of the injury to
human beings

In view of the above, the Stare of
Emergency which was proclamined in May
1948 has remained in force ever since. This
situation constitutes a public emergency within
the meaning of Aricle (41) of the Covenant,

The Government of Israel has therefore
found if necessary, n accordance with the said
Article 4, to take measures to the extent stricly
required by the exigencies of the situation, for
the defence of the State and for the protection of
life and property, including the exercise of
powers of arrest and detention.
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In so far as any if these measures are
inconsistent with Article 9 of the Covenant,
Israel thereby derogates from its obligations
under that provision.

2. With reference to article 34 of the
Covenant, and any other provision thereof to
which the present reservation may be relevant,
matters of personal status are governed in lsracl
by the religious law of the parties concerned.

To the extent that such law 15 inconsistent
with its obligations under the Covenant, lsrael
reserves the right to apply that law.
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
